Administered by the City and its consultants, Summit Professional Services, Inc., the CDBG 
program is a federal grant designed to enhance the quality of life for low- and moderate-
income residents by funding housing and community development projects. This year, the 
program focused on assisting homeowners in need of critical repairs or complete rebuilds of 
their homes. The city was awarded $700,000 and successfully completed four projects.
